Is There an Alcoholic in Your Life? A.A.ôs Message of Hope 

 

While the pamphlet Is There an Alcoholic in Your Life? A.A.ôs 

Message of Hope is intended for people looking to get help for 

loved ones who might have a drinking problem, there is also 

plenty of good information in there for alcoholics as well. 
 

As one would expect, the pamphlet points out the basic mis-

sion of Alcoholics Anonymous and quickly closes the door on 

a number of common misconceptions. It also offers a clear 

and articulate presentation of the basic prob-

lem of alcoholism: ñFundamentally, alcohol-

ism is a health problem ï a physical and 

emotional disease ï rather than a question of 

too little willpower or moral weakness. Just 

as there is no point in blaming the victim of 

diabetes for a lack of willpower in becoming 

ill, it is useless to charge the problem drinker 

with responsibility for the illness or to regard 

such drinking as a vice.ò 
 

The pamphlet also describes the progressive 

nature of the illness from occasional heavy 

drinking and embarrassment to daily drinking 

or attempts at controlled drinking to drinking in the morning 

or at work to shunning friends and family to hospitalization, 

institutionalization and, sometimes, attempted suicide. Re-

gardless of how far down the hole the alcoholic has gone, ex-

perience has shown that A.A. can work if the alcoholic is 

ready and willing. 
 

To help the non-alcoholic understand one of the most im-

portant elements of recovery, the pamphlet also offers a tidy 

definition of the 24-hour concept: ñIt is based on the idea that 

every problem drinker has gone for at least 24 hours without a 

drink. So A.A. members do not swear off alcohol for life or 

any other extended period. They know there is nothing they 

can do today about the drink they may crave tomorrow. A.A.s 

concentrate on staying sober today ï during this 24 hours. 

They work on tomorrow when the time comes.ò 

Iôm Home 

The holidays always make me think about what my home 

group means to me. When I first heard the term ñhome groupò 

I just assumed it was whatever meeting I went to the most. 

But it wasnôt long before I heard others talk about the many 

different reasons they might pick one particular meeting as 

their home group. I soon realized that, like many other aspects 

of Alcoholics Anonymous, the concept of the home group is 

ultimately up to the individual member to identify and under-

stand in his or her own way. 

For me it started with a feeling ï an old, comfortable feeling 

that I hadnôt felt in a number of years. I come from a large 

extended family and throughout my childhood Thanksgiving 

and Christmas were always spent at the grandparentsô home. 

My father, his eight siblings, their spouses and all the cousins 

would descend upon the small house for dinner, snowball 

fights, board games, combative conversation and all the may-

hem typical of such a large family. I loved it. 

When I walked through the front door and saw the first few 

familiar faces I knew I was someplace special ï someplace 

where the group was somehow greater than the sum of its 

parts. The familiar smell of the living room, a smile from 

Grandma and a wink from a special uncle and I immediately 

felt connected, appreciated, wanted and validated ï I felt big-

ger, more complete than I knew I ever could be by myself. 

Years have passed, the old family house now has new occu-

pants, the cousins are all grown up with families of their own 

and the grandparentsô tombstones have felt the chill of more 

than a few winters. One would think the magic of those boy-

hood holiday gatherings with all their welcoming warmness, 

boisterous banter and feel-good family energy would be lost 

for good. 

Not for me ï not by a long shot. Every Saturday morning I 

walk into a room that has a familiar and inviting smell of cof-

fee and doughnuts. I get a smile from a woman who somehow 

has the same classy old-chick vibe my grandma did. I get 

handshakes from a dozen would-be uncles. After attending my 

Saturday meeting every week for a few years I walked in one 

morning and somehow felt just like I did walking into to the 

holiday home of my youth. That is when I realized Iôd found 

my home group. 

Like many other A.A.s, I can easily speak of how the program 

has given me more than I could have ever imagined. This is a 

case in point. To be greeted every week with an emotional 

charge equal to what I experienced only once or twice a year 

during the holidays as boy is simply incredible ï and not at all 

something I ever expected from the program. Yes, getting 

sober was the intent ï but Iôm continually surprised by the 

many other benefits the program has given me. Iôm glad Iôm 

home.

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Tradition Twelve 

Anonymity is the spiritual foundation of all our Traditions, 

ever reminding us to place principles above personalities. 

 This is unquestionably the one great tradition of A.A. 

It is the silent guardian of our quality of purpose...and the true 

measure of our dedication to service. It permeates everything 

A.A. does, everything A.A. is. Future historians may judge us 

not by the number of drunks sobered up but as people who 

earnestly tried to make selflessness a part of everyday living 

in a material and cynical world. 

 Anonymity, we are finding, has many facets. And 

many contradictions. Total anonymity, for instance, is impos-

sible. If each of us, individually, were to achieve absolute 

anonymity there could be no communication even between 

ourselves; A.A. could have neither life nor per-

sonality; A.A., indeed, could not exist! 

 None of us is completely anonymous in 

our private lives. Our families know, our 

friends, our bosses. Weôve long ago come to the 

conclusion that personal anonymity is a matter 

for personal decision. A.A. tradition enters the 

picture only when the anonymity óbreakô goes 

beyond the personal level. This is confusing to 

some A.A.s who might, with understandable logic, say; óIf I 

tell a hundred people Iôm a drunk and a member of A.A., 

what difference does it make if I tell a thousand more, or a 

million more?ô 

 This difference, of course, is in the circumstances, and 

the intent. 

 The answer is to be found in the very wording of Tradi-

tion Twelve. Note that it does not say that anonymity is the 

factual foundation of all our Traditions. It says the spiritual 

foundation. And thatôs the key. For it is the spirit of anonymi-

ty that is all-important...the honest willingness to put our com-

mon welfare first. 

 Weôve had only a few óbreaksô at the public level. 

When they occurred there was a clamoring. óOff with their 

heads!ô shouted some A.A.s. óWhat if these show-offs now 

get drunk? What will that do to A.A.?ô Nothing, probably. 

 There never was a chance that A.A. could ópoliceô ano-

nymity or effectively reprimand those who flout it. In fact, to 

do so would be to destroy the very purpose of the tradition. 

Besides, there are automatic penalties. The anonymity-breaker 

may have acted in innocence, and may consider himself still 

to be a perfectly good A.A. But, beyond our power to judge, 

he probably isnôt. He has cut himself off from the spiritual 

oneness which has given us an almost unbelievable unity. 

 The thoroughness of that unity often confounds our 

critics. We know one interested outsider who described A.A., 

quite aptly we think, as a ógood natured anarchy...with thou-

sands of rugged individualists, each seemingly going his or 

her own merry way, but closing ranks fast when anything 

threatens or seems to threaten A.A. itself. 

 óThat,ô says our observer, óhas a spiritual quality. Be-

hind it there must be a common belief, and a very deep one, in 

a central power or a central something above and beyond hu-

man opinion. I can think of no setup better calculated for ri-

ots, disorder and argument, according to all the accepted 

'rules' of organization. Yet A.A. attains and easily maintains 

an indivisibility which democracies only dream of.ô 

 Maybe we have a one word explanation for our friend 

óAnonymity.ô But we doubt if heôd accept it as a whole an-

swer. In fact, we in A.A. are ourselves only now beginning to 

understand the strength of mass anonymity...and its importance 

to us individually. . .and to the drunks who are still to come. 

 It is not, as we may have first thought, merely a óspiteô 

fence to shield us from the moral stigma of alcoholism. Once 

the pangs of guilt and remorse subside, we no longer want to 

hide from life. Weôre more apt to go to the other extreme. The 

óreformerô in us comes to the surface and our first impulse is to 

rush out and ósave the world.ô But we donôt. What restrains us? 

 It's probably something we sense rather than fully un-

derstand. We look at the miracle of our own sobriety and ask 

óhow did I get it?ô We add up all the advice weôve had in A.A., 

all the kind treatment, all the understanding and 

the friendship and we still can't make the total 

explain the miracle. Instinct tells us we are deal-

ing with a force, not a formula. We feel humble, 

grateful and infinitesimally small. 

 However much we may prosper materially we 

can never again acquire the self-made-man 

complex. However sophisticated our minds, we 

will always stand in awe of what happened to 

us. We at last know the difference between be-

ing humiliated and being humble. Humility is no longer a 

ódoor matô word but a power for good. We somehow under-

stand it without understanding it. And we understand also that 

our greatest contribution is humility, forsaking all rewards, all 

credit. Thrown into the common pool, we call it anonymity! 

 In our observance of anonymity, we A.A.s vary as we 

do with everything else. In some sections full names are never 

used, even in A.A. meetings. Elsewhere there is no anonymity 

within A.A. walls but whenever a speaker appears at an out-

side function, say at a Kiwanis luncheon, the name is jealously 

withheld even though everybody in the room may know him 

personally. In other sections names are freely used except only 

where the press is concerned. 

 It is not the purpose of this issue of the Grapevine or of 

A.A. at anytime to define what constitutes or what doesnôt 

constitute practical anonymity. That is purely a matter of group 

conscience. Individual opinion may argue as to where to draw 

the line. Actually there will probably never be any line. 

 Youôll find the spirit of anonymity in every Tradition, 

behind every slogan, in every 12th Step call, in all the things 

that make A.A. tick. Anonymity is woven into the very fabric 

of A.A. It can be flicked here and there, and its pattern minute-

ly disturbed. But the essential strength of the fabric remains. 

We canôt put it away in moth balls for safekeeping. It must be 

worn, subjected to the wear and tear, the rips and runs, of life. 

 In so living we may be making our greatest contribution 

to a distressed world...proving the truth of simple things...the 

Golden Rule...the uselessness of personal power and 

greed...the priceless compensations from serving for the sake 

of service...the incredible possibility that the meek shall, in-

deed, inherit the earth. Such may be the magnitude of A.A. 

anonymity!

ñWhat an order! I canôt go through with it!ò How many times 

have you heard that? I have heard it thousands of times. It is in 

the reading of Chapter 5 after Step 12 at many of the meetings 

that I have attended over the years. There follows the admoni-

tion ñDo not be discouragedé. We are not saints,ò These sen-

tences point out that for many the steps are daunting. But, I 

think that the 12 steps, particularly the 12th step, are liberating. 

There is no rational reason to be discouraged or daunted. Those 

are emotional reactions, not rational. And step 12, more than 

any other, proves that. When we arrive at this step, we have had 

a spiritual awakening, and have embraced a new way of living. 

And isnôt that what we were searching for all along, a new way 

to live, to be comfortable in our own skins? I was. 

The entire Chapter 7 of our book Alcoholics Anonymous is 

devoted to Step 12. The payoff of Step 12 is promised on the 

very first page: ñLife will take on a new meaning. To watch 

people recoveréFrequent contact with newcomers and with 

each other is the bright spot of our lives.ò There it is, a new 

way to live. The chapter is almost entirely involved with carry-

ing the message with little attention to the ñspiritual awaken-

ingò and ñpracticing these principles in all our affairsò aspects 

of the step. We are given a detailed prescription for working 

with a newcomer. The advice is very deliberate with dos and 

donôts. In particular, we are cautioned not to push our program 

on a drunk. So, here the principle of attraction rather than pro-

motion makes its appearance in the steps. One item not men-

tioned is the cautionary advice that I have heard around the 

rooms of AA, to go on a 12th step call with another alcoholic. 

This common wisdom may have been discovered after our big 

book was written.  

There are other themes found in Chapter 7, such as the concept 

of alcoholism as an illness and the emphasis on trusting only a 

higher power. One cogent and short paragraph that stresses 

these ideas is: ñBurn the idea into the consciousness of every 

man that he can get well regardless of anyone. The only condi-

tion is that he trust in God and clean house.ò I think that is good 

advice for us all at all times.  

In the book Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions Bill W. de-

votes more ink, 20 pages, to the three aspects of this step. In the 

very first sentence he invokes ñthe joy of livingò and ñactionò 

as central to this step. The joy stems from the spiritual awaken-

ing, a ñgift which amounts to a new state of consciousness and 

being.ò And, as the result of working the steps, we have ac-

quired honesty, tolerance, unselfishness, peace of mind and 

love. These are some of the principles that we can utilize in our 

daily living, in all of our affairs. Others that we gain by work-

ing all of the steps are acceptance, an open mind, willingness, 

confidence, and humility.  

On a cautionary note Bill mentions the phenomenon of ñtwo 

stepping,ò relying on working only Steps 1 and 12. No, that is 

not effective. All of the 12 steps must be worked in order to 

gain the benefits of the program, the grace of God to sustain us 

in all circumstances. Also this step states, ñtried to carry the 

message.ò The outcome of 12th step work is important, but it is 

more important to continue to try to carry the message. If it is 

not received, no matter, keep trying.  

ñFree ye have received; freely giveéò is the mantra for carry-

ing the message. And for me that message in a nutshell is that 

it works, it really works. It has worked for me for many years 

and I believe that if it can work for me, it can work for anyone. 

So do not be daunted or discouraged. There is no good reason. 

Just jump in and do it!

Upon a Midnight Clear 
A Twelfth Step call answered my big WHY?. . .

The  phone rang about 7:30 Christmas Eve. With visible effort, 

for I had been working all day and half the night during the pre

-Christmas business rush, I picked up the receiver and heard 

the voice of the operator saying, ñMr. B? This is A.A. Answer-

ing Service. I have a man who feels the urge to drink.ò 

I resisted an impulse to ask, ñWho doesn't?ò and asked for the 

name and address. My wife came into the room just as I was 

repeating them and, out of much experience, moaned, ñOh, no, 

not on Christmas Eve!ò Even after twenty-five years of mar-

riage to me, and in spite of my 

thirty-odd months of A.A., my 

wife has never been able fully to 

grasp the fact that nobody ever 

gets drunk at a convenient time. 

As I climbed into my car I asked 

God to put the right words into 

my mouth, to let me say the 

right thing at the right time to help this man. It was a short 

prayer, simple and sincere. I suspect that most A.A. prayers 

are. 

On my way home about midnight, driving along in the crisp, 

dark cold, I began to experience a new and unaccustomed rev-

erence in the strange ethereal quietðthat very special and holy 

quiet of the night of Christôs birth, the cathedral-like quiet that 

somehow I had never been aware of before sobriety. Maybe 

the quiet was in my soul; I don't know. I do know that, deep 

within me, satisfying and reassuring, was the feeling that God 

had put the right words on my tongue, that I had been able to 

give this suffering alcoholic some hope and faith. 

And then I became conscious of the miracle which had just 

taken place: the incredible fact that the left hand of God work-

ing through me, an alcoholic who had spent countless Christ-

mastides in profane drunkenness, had been able to start a hu-

man soul on the path to sobriety. As I pondered this, I began to 

understand, perhaps for the first time, the full measure of the 

meaning of St. Paulôs words to the Romans: ñOh, the depth of 

the riches of the wisdom and of the knowledge of God! How 

incomprehensible are His judgments and how unsearchable 

His ways!ò

What was your first impression of A.A.?  I had very mixed impressions. 

I thought these folks were a cult of religious fanatics. I was con-

fused about the laughter. How could people be so relaxed and 

happy knowing they were societal outcasts and self branded as 

alcoholic?  Werenõt  these folks ASHAMED about their alcohol-

ism? Oh I almost forgot. THEY SURE DRANK A LOT OF 

COFFE AND SMOKED WAY TOO MANY CIGARETTES! 
 

What made you realize A.A. would work for you?  Early on, I was be-

friended by Natt M. who told me I did not have to be perfect and 

that we were all Godõs children.  That gave me some hope.  Natt 

challenged me to go to 90 meetings in 90 days, and met me at 

most of those meetings.  I had convinced myself that I did not 

have a problem with alcohol by not drinking for the 40 days of 

Lent for years.  That became more difficult as time went on, and 

I was not able to abstain from drinking the last miserable years 

of my drinking career.  After my first 30 days, I thought it was 

possible.  After 90 days, I noticed that folks at all those meetings 

were still sober and happy. If it would work for them, I knew it 

would work for me. 
 

In your opinion, what is the most important thing a newcomer should know 

about A.A.?   Your life is not over!  Young or old there is a solution 

available that will give you the tools to live comfortably in your 

own skin and experience contentment and happiness. 
 

Take a wild guess - how many A.A. meetings have you been to?  More than 

3,600 
 

Whatõs your current weekly meeting routine?  I travel a bunch, work 

long hours and am home on the weekends.  I catch infrequent 

out of town meetings but go to two or three meetings on the 

weekends. 
 

Why do you continue to go to meetings? I am nourished and enriched 

by the experiences shared in the Fellowship.  The people at the 

meetings inspire me with their wisdom, their ability to accept 

lifeõs challenges and rewards.  I love to meet and make friends.   
 

What do you remember the most about your first few months of sobriety?  

The early challenge of just getting through the day without 

drinking, worrying about how I would refuse a drink when of-

fered, struggling with the cause of my alcohol problem (Did I 

drink too much too long or could it be blamed on genetics?...it 

really doesnõt matter I am what I am) were some of the memo-

ries.  I also remembered RELIEF.  There was hope and freedom 

from despair.   
 

Do you remember the first time you asked for help ð what was that like?  

Standing up in front of approximately 100 folks from the Bell-

flower Big Book group and stating òIõm Curt and Iõm an alcohol-

icó was one of the most difficult statements I ever had to choke 

out. It was an admission of failure, despair and hopelessness.  It 

permitted me to become willing to accept the guidance and help 

from the loving people in this fellowship. 
 

What has been your biggest challenge in sustained sobriety?  Without a 

doubt it is practicing patience tolerance, understanding and 

love.  Iõm definitely not a saint but do try to progress spiritually 

day by day.   
 

Do you ever think you might be cured for good?  The thought never 

crossed my mind.  Sobriety has become natural and part of my 

being so I'm not quite sure what "cured" means.  If it means free-

dom from the craving, desperation and hopelessness I experi-

enced at the end of my drinking career, I believe that my cure is 

dependent on daily maintenance of my spiritual wellness.  
 

Besides yourself, who benefits the most from your sobriety?  It seems to 

me there are many who benefit.  I'm not sure who benefits the 

most.  The loving wife and family members who no longer have 

to witness Curt's decline and worry;  the  Grand Inquisitor (aka 

my spouse) who has been spared years of asking how much I 

had to drink and tolerating the lie "only a couple" ;  the general 

driving public (you don't have to guess about that one) have 

benefited. 
 

Whatõs the best thing about being sober?  Tough question...thing singu-

lar?   I'm comfortable in my own skin!  But there are so many 

other things in sobriety that add to life. Spiritual aware-

ness, true friendship, freedom from the dominance of guilt, fear, 

remorse, anger and discontent and the blessing of being able to 

share what others have so graciously shared with me to those 

who still suffer from this baffling malady are just a few.
