And thank you to our outgoing members 
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We Are Self Supporting 
Through Our Own  
Contributions, Or Am I? 
 

How many times have I heard, ñThere 
are no dues or fees for A.A. member-
ship. We are self supporting through 
our own contributions?ò I hear this 
every day in the format read at my 
home group. In the last few years I 
have become more acquainted with the 
12 Concepts and the marvelous struc-
ture of A.A. as a whole. I learned about 
the General Service conference and 
how we as members choose our Dele-
gates who represent us on important 
issues, I learned about the General Ser-
vice Office ("GSO") and all of the ser-
vices it provides. The GSO has coordi-
nated the translation of the Big Book in 
68 languages and other literature in 80 
languages; responds to 90,000 letters, 
emails, and phone calls each year; pub-
lishes literature; coordinates Loners 
International for people in remote are-
as, homebound or the military; helps 
connect alcoholics behind bars with 
A.A.; and many other important ser-
vices. 

Last year I became a GSR, and be-
tween that and learning more about the 
concepts, I fell in love with A.A. all 
over again.  I was more than a little 
disturbed when I began hearing that 
GSO was concerned about certain 
trends and their effect on the ability of 
GSO to continue providing services. 
One of the trends is that our member-
ship is flattening, meaning we are not 
growing. Seems crazy when we see 
newcomers at the door and those still 
out there. Literature sales, which have 
supported services for so long have 
decreased. Not all A.A. meetings are 
groups registered with GSO, and only 
40% of the groups that are registered 
with A.A. send in donations.  

I read the Feasibility Study (ñStudyò) 

conducted by GSO this year. It in-
dicates that they will run in the red, 
or report a loss for 2016, and, un-
less something changes the amount 
of the loss each year will increase. 
They have lots of good ideas about 
how to improve the situation. They 
figure if they received $7.14 a year 
from each member of groups regis-
tered with GSO or $146.48 from 
each group. Well, heck, I contribute 
more than $7.14 per year through 
my group and my group contributes 
more than $146.48 per year. So I'm 
good, right? Somehow doing the 
bare minimum, has never served me 
well in A.A.. So I started thinking 
about what I, as an individual mem-
ber could do to assure not only that 
A.A. continued to exist, but contin-
ued to provide necessary services to 
the alcoholic who still suffers or is 
sober but in need of information 
and communication. 

So what can I do, as a member of 
A.A.. I can raise awareness by shar-
ing information and experience. I 
can ask questions and find out if my 
meeting is a group registered with 
GSO. I can find out if, after meet-
ing it's expenses and a prudent re-
serve, my meeting is making contri-
butions to GSO, the Intergroup, the 
Area and the District.  

 When I got sober in 1984 most of 
us put a buck in the basket. In 1984 
you could buy a beer in a bar for a 
buck and a cup of coffee for about 
fifty cents. At sometime in the last 
32 years, I started putting $2 in the 
basket. I go to seven meetings a 
week on average, so that is $14 per 
week in the basket. I thought that 
was rather generous of me. I was 
really self satisfied with my self 
sacrifice. But after reading the 
Study I started to think about how 
much A.A. has given to me. I talked

ITôS IN THE BASKET 

Several years ago a couple of us want-
ed to start a 12-step room closer to 
where we lived.  We started by having 
meetings at our home.  At the first 
meeting there were nine of us.  During 
the next couple of months the group 
grew to about 30.  We encouraged 
members to put as much as they could 
in the basket because we needed 
$3,000 to secure a 
room and sign a 
lease. 

Within four 
months we had a 
little over $2,200.  
One night the top-
ic was Service and 
as people shared about how they did 
service, a few members said they had 
no time to do service but they could 
contribute more money.  At the end of 
the meeting the treasurer announced 
that we had collected $842 with ap-
proximately 25 in attendance.  We 
opened our new room shortly thereaf-
ter and had over 400 members soon 
after.  That was 20 years ago and the 
room is still very strong practicing all 
of our principles and holding 48 meet-
ings weekly. 

Years later we moved and joined a 
group with about 10 members.  Our 
income after the basket was passed 
usually ran about 60 to 70% of the 
members present.  At one of our 
group conscious meetings we dis-
cussed our revenue and our inability 
to send money to some of our service 
committees.  We decided to add to our 
format, ñFor those who can do so 
please give just a little bit more than 
the usual amount.ò  We also talked 
about the ñusualò amount and most 
people said they gave one dollar.  We 

asked, ñDo you feel your sobriety is 
worth a dollar a day?ò  They all 
agreed.  Then we said, ñWould you 
be willing to put $7 in the basket if 
you only come to one meeting a 
week?ò  Again, they all agreed. 

BAM!! Our income went up to 
150% and one meeting I was at, 
with only five members present,  we 
collected $32.00! 

Here in our Orange County group 
our format asks 
that we give 
more than the 
usual amount so 
that we may sup-
port our world 
services and our 
basket is usually 
overflowing.  

Recently with only six present we 
collected $58.50! 

It is disappointing that our World 
Services has to keep increasing the 
cost of our literature due to lack of 
voluntary support.  Our membership 
has the money to keep this from 
happening.  Why do we have to 
keep raising prices when it is our 
responsibility to support our World 
Service Office with voluntary con-
tributions from our fellowship?  Our 
New York office is one of the most 
efficiently operated businesses in 
the country.  I invite you to go see 
for yourself.  Our office and staff 
are amazing.  As the owners, we 
never have to wait when we are 
there.  We are given the service and 
respect that any business owner 
would expect from their staff. 

If each of us, as individuals, directly 
sent our World Service Office $7 a 
year we would be self supporting.  
Or how about $1 for each year of 
our sobriety?  Maybe our groups

can pass the basket once a month for a 
separate offering that is specifically for 
our World Service Office.

to my sponsor and she says she puts 
in one dollar for each decade. With 
40 years, that means $5 in the bas-
ket. Yikes! That would mean $4 in 
the basket for me. That would be 
$28 a week. So I did a little invento-
ry.  

In 1984, people often talked about 
how much money they saved by not 
drinking. I started thinking about 
the cost of drinking. Apparently it 
costs a lot more to drink today than 
it did 32 years ago. My friends who 
still drink tell me that a glass of 
wine in a bar is about $14.00, so 
$28.00 would last me about 15 
minutes. Then there are court costs, 
attorneys fees, and jail. 

Because of A.A., I have a big fat 
sober life today with a car, a home 
and food to eat. I did not wake up in 
a cell or a mental institution. I am 
above ground and sucking air, I am 
not rich, but after doing this person-
al inventory, it was apparent that I 
could afford $28 a week, because  
ñI want the hand of A.A. always to 
be there.ò

Tradition 4 tells about each group be-
ing autonomous except in matters af-
fecting other groups or A.A. as a 
whole.  How then do the groups main-
tain unity in matters affecting A.A. as a 
whole? The long form of Tradition 4 
mentions conferring with the Trustees 
of the General Service Board, in rela-
tion to issues that may greatly affect 
A.A. as a whole. The groups of A.A. 
do not exist in a time vacuum and is-
sues do come forward, that is one of 
the purposes of the General Service 
structure. 

In recent history there have been sever-
al such issues that may be considered 
in this category. Just last year there 
was a call to put forward a plain lan-
guage translation of the book Alcohol-
ics Anonymous, this was met with 
widespread discussion from groups at 
the District level and General Service 
Representative at the Area level. I can 
recall that particular round-table at the 
Pre-Conference workshop was in ex-
ceptionally well attended.

was discussed in the Conference Com-
mittee on Literature and did not make 
it out of Committee, meaning that the 
93 Delegates representing the Groups 
in the United States and Canada did 
not vote on it at the Conference prop-
er, it failed to leave Committee. Some 
issues are not quite as controversial, 
here is a small listing of things on the 
horizon: updates to A.A. for the Wom-
an, revisions  of A.A. for the Gay /
Lesbian Alcoholic, creation of a piece 
of literature for members with mental 
health issues, consideration of creating 
a Flickr account for the A.A. Ar-
chives, and many more. 

If your group does not have a General 
Service Representative, the collective 
conscience of A.A. is lacking that par-
ticular experience, we do not get a full 
view of what A.A. opinion is on the 
matters that come before the Confer-
ence and as a whole we are weaker for 
it. Please consider getting involved in 
whatever capacity you are capable to 
and join us as we do what we can to 
ensure that A.A. is here in the days to 
come. 

When I was young in A.A., I attended 
a large speaker meeting in the city of 
Orange.  I remember the various re-
ports that were given, such as a litera-
ture report, treasurerôs report, and the 
rest.  There was one report that made 
an impression on me.  22 years later, I 
still remember the details. I recall the 
secretary saying, ñNow it is time for 
the G.S.R. report.ò  The room fell 
quiet. There was no movement except 
for the gentleman arising from his 
chair and making his way to the front 
of the room.  The secretary respect-
fully stood aside and gave him the 
podium.  Everyone was focused on 
him.  He introduced himself and 
briefly described what his commit-
ment meant; that he was there to con-
nect the group to A.A.  I was in-
spired.  In the article above, my friend 
gives a plea on the importance of be-
ing connected to A.A.  Mine is simi-
lar ï that you give your G.S.R. care-
ful consideration, respect, and en-
couragement so that they too may 
connect your group and continue to 
inspire.
